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Student-Athlete: Each day you will receive an "A" = Acceptable or a "U" = Unacceptable for class attitude/effort and completion of homework.   
  *   Remember to get your teacher's initials after each class and each day you are required to stay after school.  You must also get signed off for MORE.  
  *   To be eligible to participate in athletics, you must receive an "A" for the day from all of the teachers (including substitute teachers) listed below.   
  *   Hand the "Pass to Play" in to your coach at the beginning of practice/game.  Your coach will initial your pass each day.   
  *   If you receive a "U" or fail to get signed off, you will be ineligible to participate in athletics that day.   
  *   The responsibility  is on the athlete to inform the coach.  Failing to inform your coach of your ineligibility for the day will result in additional consequences. 
 

Additional information: 
  a)   A student is academically ineligible to participate in athletics if he/she is failing more than 2 classes. 
  b)   Unless the coach gives the athlete an invitation to a practice/game, the athlete who is academically ineligible for  the day is not allowed on school  
         grounds after the completion of the regular school day. 
  c)   Although all classes are not included on your Pass to Play sheet, you are still required to meet all your teacher's  expectations.  Failure to meet  
         satisfactory progress will result in additional consequences. 
  d)   At the completion of 10 days, your teacher will recommend that you continue with the Pass to Play contract or become ineligible until your teacher  
         feels you are ready to resume participation in athletics.
